of God through unbelief; but was 

strong in faith, giving glory to God;

STUDY AND MEDITATE ON SCRIPTURE ð 

Reading and reflecting on The Word anchors our Faith in 

Truth

Psalm 1:2-3- 2 But his delight is in the law of the Lord; and in 

his law doth he meditate day and night. 3 And he shall be like 

a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his 

fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and 

whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.

THE ESSENTIAL INGREDIENT FOR FAITH IS THE 

WORD OF GOD!
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PRAYER ð 

Prayer is our lifeline to Jesus. Prayer / under The 

Orchestration/Guidance of The Holy Ghost keeps us in 

ONENESS with Jesus - His Word /His Will

ü Romans 8:26-28 - 26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our 

infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we 

ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with 

groanings which cannot be uttered. 27 And he that 

searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the 

Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints 

according to the will of God. 28 And we know that all 

things work together for good to them that love God, to 

them who are the called according to His Purpose
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LEARNING FROM BIBLICAL EXAMPLES ð 

ü Romans 15:4 - For whatsoever things were written aforetime were 

written for our learning, that we through patience and comfort of the 

scriptures might have hope.

ü I Corinthians 10:11 - Now all these things happened unto them for 

examples: and they are written for our admonition, upon whom the ends 

of the world are come.

ABRAHAM 

Promised an heir from his own bosom at age 75. Because of Sarahõs 

barrenness and customs of that time they- Abraham and Sarah decide to 

allow her maid - Hagar - to bear Abraham a son - Ishmael is the result at 

age eighty six(86)

Through the patience and working of God and developing of Faith in 

Abraham, God comes to Abraham at the age of ninety nine (99) and saysé
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ü Genesis 17:1-5 - 1 And when Abram was ninety 

years old and nine, the Lord appeared to Abram, 

and said unto him, I am the Almighty God; walk 

before me, and be thou perfect. 2 And I will make 

my covenant between me and thee, and will 

multiply thee exceedingly. 3 And Abram fell on his 

face: and God talked with him, saying, 4 As for 

me, behold, my covenant is with thee, and thou 

shalt be a father of many nations. 5 Neither shall 

thy name any more be called Abram, but thy 

name shall be Abraham; for a father of many 

nations have I made thee.
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Genesis 17:15-19 - 15 And God said unto Abraham, As for Sarai thy wife, 

thou shalt not call her name Sarai, but Sarah shall her name be.
16 And I will bless her, and give thee a son also of her: yea, I will bless her, 

and she shall be a mother of nations; kings of people shall be of her.
17 Then Abraham fell upon his face, and laughed, and said in his heart, 

Shall a child be born unto him that is an hundred years old? and shall 

Sarah, that is ninety years old, bear?
18 And Abraham said unto God, O that Ishmael might live before thee!
19 And God said, Sarah thy wife shall bear thee a son indeed; and thou 

shalt call his name Isaac: and I will establish my covenant with him for an 

everlasting covenant, and with his seed after him.
